Since the center opened July 30, 2010 the monthly visitor counts have doubled each month and in some 
months almost tripled over 2009 statistics.  The VIC was located in the Hub building corner office from 

July 2009 through July 2010 during the construction of the new facility. 

 

The goal for constructing a new center was to provide a spacious and welcoming place for visitors to 
obtain tourist information and space for an economic development office and a conference room.  An-
other benefit was the addition of a second set of public restrooms in the downtown area.  Public rest-
rooms are located inside the center and located on the exterior of the north side of the building.  The 
city recently installed programmable electronic locks on the exterior restrooms to extend the hours of 
public access to the facilities.  The locks can be programmed to automatically lock the restroom doors at 

night and unlock them in the morning. 

 

The city recently installed programmable electronic locks. Previously VIC staff was responsible for open-
ing and closing the restrooms which allowed access to the restrooms only during the centerõs open 

hours.

The 2011 Legislative Session is complete, and the LAT is happy to report that our four local leg-
islators (Senators Kruse and Verger, and Representatives Krieger and Roblan) voted 100% in 
support of the Chamberôs positions.  The LAT was able to build strong relationships with each 
legislator and their staff to ensure that the BACCôs voice was heard.  Our regular attendance at 
the twice monthly video teleforums and two delegations to the capital were instrumental to the 
success of the LAT this session.   
 
As you might remember, the Chamber board made the decision to hire Ken Messerle in Febru-
ary as our lobbyist in Salem.  This was an unbudgeted expense with fundraising expected to pay 
for this yearôs consulting fees.  Ken ensured that the LAT had up to the minute information as 
the session unfolded.  Without this support, we would not have had the success we did.  We are 
still soliciting donations to the LAT Fund to cover these expenses.   
 
If you have found the work the LAT is doing to be beneficial to your business, please consider 
contributing to the LAT Fund to continue this work.  All other expenses incurred by the LAT, to 
include transportation to Salem, committee time, etc, were donated by Chamber members.  Any 
contributions may be deductible as a business expense on your taxes, but is not considered a 
charitable contribution.
